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1. Aim  of activity.

Warmińsko - Mazurska Special Economic Zone supports economic development of the province giving help for businessmen:

· investing on ground of special economic zone,  and 

· forming new workplaces.

2. What do we offer?

Warmińsko - Mazurska Special Economic Zone offers for investors:

1. public help,  warranted by Polish Republic Government, in form of exemption from income-tax. Forms of help are alternatively:

· help  in virtue of  investment - exemption  from income-tax up to 50%  carried investment (65  % in case of small and average firms),
· help  in virtue of forming new workplaces - exemption from income-tax  up to  50 % of two years labour cost of new engaged workers (65 % in case of small all and average firms,

1. most attractive grounds in Warmińsko-Mazurski region under industrial investments, full armed into technical infrastructure, having ordered legal status of property,
2. professional service of investment projects,
3. advising and help in realization of investment, recruitment of workers and cooperation linking
3. Who can take advantage of reliefs?

Investor acting in the zone and taking advantage of public help should:

· carry investment outlays in height not less than 100 thousand EURO,
· obtain permission for economic activity on the ground of the zone,
· To keep formed workplaces at least for 5 years.
Obligatory from l of January 2001 year regulative deeds rendering public aid and economic activity on ground of Warmińsko - Mazurska Special Economic Zone became adapted and fully comply with regulations of European Union.

4.Permission obtaining procedure.

· Submit intention letter, initially determining investment-intentions,
· Declare parcel's surface under investment, requirement on media etc. (investor).
· Publication in press - inviting to negotiations (administrator).
· Composition of investment- offer (investor).
· Negotiations (investor and administrator).
· Release of permission on activity in zone (administrator).
· Purchase or lease of immovables (investor).
· Obtainment of building permission (investor).
· Realization of investment (investor).
5.The following kinds of activity we prefer:

· farming industry - alimentary and fodder,
· wood industry,
· electronic and electrotechnical industry ,
· engineering industry,
· light industry.
6.
Location and characterization of the grounds.

Warmińsko-Mazurska    Special    Economic    Zone is a diffused zone. Its joint surface is about  372 ha which consists of 5 subzones situated on areas of cities and communes: Bartoszyce, Elbląg, Dobre Miasto, Pasłęk and Szczytno. In contiguity of the Zone there are three entry points: 

· road- in Bezledy ( international status)

· railway - in Bartoszyce/Głomno and Skandawa.

The Zone possesses full access to roads and railway lines.

· air-communication assures International Airport in Szymany near Szczytno.

Subzone Bartoszyce-Bezledy lies in contiguity of international entry point.

All grounds of subzones are intended under new building (now they are green-fields). They are offered on sale or into immovables lease and can be adjusted to individual preferences of investor ref. shape and size. Grounds have ordered legal status of property. Grounds intended for sale are armed with basic media of technical infrastructure i.e. water-supply, rainy collectors, gas piping of medium pressure, electric line of medium voltage, telephone lines and approach roads. The grounds are clasified - in local plans -as "investment- grounds" , and have flat relief, with very good  builder's proprieties and are ecologically clean.

Detailed information on the subzone  Szczytno/Korpele.

Area of grounds in Korpele  embraced  by Warmińska-Mazurska SEZ  amounts 46,4861 ha. From this,  still about 21 ha fully armed grounds are ofered. Today 22 investors possess valid permissions  for activity. Seven of them already began their activities..
